When assembling an "Adder"
Frame to a "Starter" Frame
you will use a "Shared" Upright.
This single upright will support
shelves on both sides. This
requires an "All Thread" bolt
to attach Lower and Upper
Rails to the Upright. Simply
twist or rotate the Lower and
Upper Rails Clockwise until
both rails are snug against the
upright (Image E). Do not
over tighten.
